Prime Sponsor: Greenleaf 

 
A. Synopsis 

A resolution denouncing the persecution of Christians and other ethnic and religious 
minorities in Iraq. 
 
 

B. Resolution Summary 

This resolution urges the President and Congress to denounce crimes against 
humanity in Iraq and to protect Iraqi Christians and other religious minorities from 
persecution by the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL).  
 
It calls for the President and Congress to urge the Government of Iraq to protect all 
Iraqi citizens and bring Islamic State militants to justice before an international forum 
for war crimes and crimes against humanity. 
 
A copy of the resolution is to be sent to the President, presiding officers in Congress, 
and each member of Congress from Pennsylvania.
